Tour Summary

In southern Ghana we were driving in two land rovers and in the north one. All places were easily
reached in these cars. This report summarizes all birds throughout the trip except some abundant
birds along the roads when driving.

Day 1 22/2/07
From the hotel in Nungua, Accra we drove to Sakumono Lagoon on the coastline between Accra
and Tema. The lagoon is shallow and holds often many water birds including migrants from
Europe. The surrounding landscape also have interesting birds. After lunch we drove through Accra
to Parbros Saltpans on the western edge of Accra. The area is a river delta turned into saltpans for
extraction of salt. A few places still hold the original river vegetation. In the afternoon we drove
west along the coast to Cape Coast. We stopped to bird watch two places. Winneba Plains, a mixed
bush and grass savannah one hour’s drive from Accra. Lillipond, a small lake along the road two
hours drive from Accra. We arrived after dark at Hans Cottage Botel north of Cape Coast.

Day 2 23/2/07
Before sunrise we went to Kakum National Park half an hours drive north of the hotel. 3 hours were
spent on the Canopy Walkway to watch treetop birds. The rest of the morning we birdwatched the
reception area. After lunch a time was spent around our hotel Hans Cottage Botel. It is situated at a
small lake with crocodiles. The surrounding farmland and bushland hold many sunbirds and
weavers. In the afternoon we drove to Antikwaa one hour’s drive to the north. It is a western part of
Kakum National Park and is open forest that has been logged in the past.



Day 3 24/2/07
Early morning was again spent at Antikwaa (Kakum National Park) and midday again around Hans
Cottage Botel. In the afternoon we drove to Cape Coast lagoon and the beach nearby. Late
afternoon was spent on the road to Brenu beach. Brenu Beach is west of Elmina. The area is mostly
farmland but holds Preuss’s Cliff Swallow.

Day 4 25/2/07
Birdwatching in Kakum National Park around the reception area and in a nearby palmnut
plantation. Cape Coast was left in the afternoon arriving Assin Fosu towards the north after two
hours driving. Late afternoon visit to a forest neat Assin Fosu to look for Yellow-Headed
Picathartes. It could only be found with the help of a local person and after a long strenuous walk.
We had excellent views of this remarkable bird which was definitely the highlight of the tour for all
participants.

Day 5 26/2/07
Early morning visit to Aboabo, a northern part of Kakum National Park one hour’s drive from
Assin Foso. The forest here is open, as it has been logged in the past but still holds some big trees.
After lunch 4 hours drive to Kumasi in Ashanti Region central Ghana.

Day 6 27/2/07
Almost all day drive from Kumasi to Mole National Park in northern Ghana. The last several hours
on terrible bad roads. A little time for birdwatching before sunset at the hotel. Mole National Park is
the biggest park in Ghana, and it has some big game wildlife like elephants, a few lions, crocodiles
and antelopes. It is a forest savannah. Close to the hotel are small lakes with water birds. With luck
it is possible to find 100 different species of birds in a single day. Evening visit to the airstrip
looking for nightjars.



Day 7 28/2/07
We drove into the savannah, and from there long walks in the landscape with an armed ranger from
Ghana Game and Wildlife. Our main target was to find Pel’s Fishing Owl, which proved to be
difficult, as most of the small streams were dry. But very late in the afternoon we had luck and
found the owl. Along with the Yellow Headed Picathartes a definite trip highlight. Again evening
visit to the airstrip.

Day 8 1/3/07
All day spent walking in Mole National park at various places.

Day 9 2/3/07
Again a full day of walking in Mole National Park.

Day 10 3/3/07
Mole National Park was left in the morning arriving Tamale at lunchtime. The trip continued north
to Bolgatanga in the Upper East Region close to the border of Burkina Faso. Only one stop at a
small lake along the road 20 minutes drive south of Bolgatanga. This lake is very good for water
birds. Here we discovered Lesser Jacana as a new species for Ghana. Late afternoon visit to Tono
Dam one hour’s drive west of Bolgatanga. The night was spent at a hotel in Bolgatanga.

Day 11 4/3/07
Morning visit to Tono Dam. The dam is artificial and fairly big. It helps the farmers in the area to
get water for their crops. It does not have many birds but the surrounding farmland and savannah
hold many interesting species. Characteristic for the landscape are the many big and old baobab
trees. Back to Bolgatanga for lunch. Late afternoon visit to Tongo Hills, a beautiful area with
strange rock formations. It is situated half an hours drive to the south of Bolgatanga.



Day 12 5/3/07
Bolgatanga was left early morning to drive to the lake 20 minutes south of town, where we spent
two hours. Then we continued all day to Kumasi stopping at various rivers along the way.
Overnight at hotel in Kumasi.

Day 13 6/3/07
Early morning drive to Bobiri Forest, where we arrived before daylight to look for nightjars. The
forest is a butterfly sanctuary but is also good for birds. It has not been heavily logged, but the
surrounding area is still logged. Bobiri Forest is one hour’s drive south of Kumasi. Back to Kumasi
for lunch. Early afternoon visit to Owabi Reserve half an hour’s drive northwest of Kumasi. The
target was African Finfoot, which we did not find. Afternoon drive from Kumasi 3 hours to Atewa
Mountains arriving after dark.

Day 14 7/3/07
All morning visit to Atewa Mountain Forest Reserve. It is situated in Kibi District and is a
mountain range covered with logged forest. It still holds many good birds. The lower slopes are
farmland and plantations. In the afternoon we returned to Accra to the hotel in Nungua.

Day 15 8/3/07
The morning was spent in Shai Hills Reserve one hour’s drive northeast of Nungua. It is a rather
dry savannah with spread bushes and trees and in places steep inselbergs. After lunch we returned
to pack and left later for the airport.
